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Killian (B2 %5t A) : You know | think probably the most important thing is, particularly with the Paycheck Pro-
tection Program®", is that they (=clients : Bi %45t A MBI 5 5£) make sure that they're reaching out to their
banker. So the SBA®?is having banks administer the Paycheck Protection Program because it's just way too
much volume for the SBA to handle on their own. So where you've got a relationship with a banker you really need
to reach out to them and talk to them and have them help you through the program. Most of the banks are
administering this program right now.

As far as the Economic Injury Disaster Loans ", that is administered by the SBA. And so you have to specifically
apply for that through an SBA lender or directly with the SBA so clients just need to understand that and make
sure that they're going through the right avenues and in particular getting in touch with your banker and their CPA
because the CPAs are doing a lot of work to understand these laws and to reach out to the bankers and
understand, you know, the best way to help customers, you know, the bank's customers get to the appropriate

people for the program they're interested in.
